Do you plan to invest in cash or
will you need financing??

Where do you wish to invest? Will it be a single location or more than
one? What is your motivation in choosing the(se) location(s)?

Into what type(s) of properties do you wish to invest (single-family/
multi-family/commercial/land/etc.)?

Have you considered tax issues in terms of investing across borders? Have
you consulted with any experts in this area?

What are your plans in terms of investing and what is your motivation? Do you
want to buy a vacation or retirement home or build an investment portfolio? Is
it possible that a visa to live/work in the U.S. is in your future?

Or do
you plan to use real estate investments as the path to a visa *if that is your ultimate
goal?

Have you consulted with any professional service providers? Do you have a
banker? A financial advisor? An accountant? Other professional advisors?

Do you have a business plan and/or a strategic plan? This critical document
will serve as a roadmap to help you accomplish your goals (with professional
guidance). Your business plan will be different depending on where you are

from and whether or not you plan to immigrate

Have you consulted with legal experts both in your home country and
in the U.S.? It's important to coordinate on both sides of the investment
plans to ensure consistency of advice and implementation.
